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POSTERS and ORAL PRESENTATIONS AWARDS PROCEDURE

INTRODUCTION

At each annual meeting, the International Society of Pharmacovigilance (ISoP) recognizes the three best posters, assessed according to defined criteria. This year, ISoP will also recognize the three best oral presentations. The “Sten Olsson Award”, instituted since 2022, will be awarded to the best poster from Low-and-Middle-Income Countries to encourage the development of pharmacovigilance in emerging countries.
 
OBJECTIVES

The objectives are to describe the process to select winning awards following specific criteria and to provide information on how to proceed. 

RESPONSIBILITIES

The Chair of the Scientific Committee has the responsibility to appoint at least three jury members forming the Award Poster and Oral Presentation Committee, based on their expertise and skills on the field of pharmacovigilance.
It is the responsibility of the jury members to select the best posters and oral presentations according to the defined criteria below.

SELECTION CRITERIA

For selecting the best posters and oral presentations, the following four criteria are used:

1- Scientific merit (objective, methods and analysis)
2- Originality
3- Applicability
4- Presentation/ Knowledge/ ability to answer questions

PROCESS

The process is as follows:

Before the annual meeting

1. The Chair of the Scientific Committee will appoint at least three jury members from the scientific committee (1), the scientific board (1), the advisory board (1), and/or the local organizing committee (1) considering their expertise and will nominate the Awards Committee Chair.
2. The Awards Committee Chair, in collaboration with the Scientific Committee Chair, will provide 1) the procedure, and 2) compilation of the list of the abstracts with the highest scores assessed by abstracts’ reviewers, to the Awards Committee. 
3. The selected abstracts will be presented during the conference. 
4. The Awards Committee Chair will schedule a meeting with the Awards Committee to select the awardees for the posters and oral presentations.

During the annual meeting

1. Members from the Poster Awards Committee will review the selected posters each day during the breaks and poster sessions.
2. The Awards Committee Chair will organize posters sessions with authors of selected posters.
3. Selected posters will be assessed by each jury member according to the defined criteria. 
4. For oral presentations, the Chair(s) of the session where selected abstracts will be presented will be responsible for rating the oral presentation.
5. The Awards Committee Chair will organize a meeting with jury members of posters and oral presentations for final evaluation and selection of the awardees.
6. The Awards Committee should develop a short rationale for their decision, which should be presented orally to the audience on the last day of the annual meeting. 

There will be a certificate of excellence in pharmacovigilance award for the winners: 1st - 2nd- 3rd place for oral presentations and 1st - 2nd- 3rd place for posters as well as a Sten Olsson award, depending on their total scores.

A score sheet is provided below with the criteria used for the assessment of oral presentations and posters.
